A 

church located in one of the high 

crime rate districts took it upon itself 

to completely renovate a house mak-

ing it one of the prettiest places in the 

areaéand then provided it rent free to 

a couple of police officers who 

worked the area. 

And the cops love it.  Actually the 

two cops are married to each other so 

that makes it nice. 

The church 

spent about 

$30,000 for the 

house then had 

to evict the 

drug users that 

had been camp-

ing in it.  They 

then spent an-

other $40,000 

cleaning it out 

and remodeling 

it. 

The Police 

Foundation even gave the cop couple a 

thousand bucks for moving expenses 

too. 

This ópolice familyô is the 61st fam-

ily to move into a free or subsidized 

home inside Atlanta, with more on the 

way.  Most of the funding for this ex-

periment comes from the Atlanta Po-

lice Foundation, but more and more 

interest is being shown by the business 

communities and law enforcement 

benevolent groups. 

Would this experiment work for us 

here in Texas?  I donôt see why not.  

The big cities of Texas all have inner 

areas that are desperately in need of 

renovating, and the crime rate is one 

reason.  Enticing police officers to 

move into these areas is a great way to 

drive off the crooked elements and 

attract the desirable ones. 

Besides it would be a great boost to 

young police families.
